House of Delegates Policy on Definition of Dental Emergency
Submitted by: ISDS Board of Trustees
Financial Impact: $0

Proposed

A dental emergency is an oral condition that occurs suddenly and creates an urgent need for professional consultation and or treatment. The clinical condition may include hemorrhage, infection, pain, and trauma. (ISDS Parameters of Care Document – The Dental Emergency 1993) 

A dental emergency is potentially life threatening and requires immediate treatment.  to stop ongoing tissue bleeding [or to] alleviate severe pain or infection. Conditions include uncontrolled bleeding; cellulitis or a diffuse soft tissue bacterial infection with intraoral or extraoral swelling that potentially compromises the patient’s airway; or trauma involving facial bones that potentially compromises the patient’s airway.

Dentists should use their professional judgment in determining a patient’s need for emergency care based on their training and education.
